There were few surprises in Wyoming County with incumbent Republican county commissioners Tom Henry (3,464) and Judy Mead 
(2,649) and Democrat Ron Williams (2,146) sailing to victory beating back a challenge from Tunkhannock businesswoman Eileen 
Barziloski (1,694) on Tuesday. 
 
Henry carried nearly every precinct in the county, with the exception of Monroe and Noxen townships which Mead claimed; and 
Falls and Overfield townships which had Williams on top. 
 
Voter turnout across the county was around 34 percent. 
 
In the only other county-wide contested race Sheriff Ned Sherman had a nearly 2-1 advantage over Democrat Corey Sidorek. 
Sherman had 3,454 votes to 1,882 for Sidorek. 
 
Sherman carried nearly every precinct in the county with the exception of Monroe Twp. where Sidorek resides. 
 
In races for the state judiciary, Wyoming County went overwhelmingly with the Republican candidates while statewide the victors, it 
turned out, were all Democrats. 
 
In the only contested race for school board - in Tunkhannock Area Region 1 - incumbent Republican Lori Bennett beat back a 
challenge from Deata Nichols with roughly 61 percent of the vote. Bennett had 801 votes to 491 for Nichols. 
 
In contested supervisors’ races, Dennis Mingus hung on to his seat in Forkston Twp., 66-25, over Terry Thomas; Anthony Bellanco 
knocked off Duane White, 145-133, in Nicholson Twp.; incumbent Walt Derhammer knocked off James Barna, 214-163, in Monroe 
Twp.; and Russ Race won in Northmoreland Twp. He had 205 votes, with challenger Jeffrey Wagner garnering 80, and incumbent 
Clinton Kyttle with 95 write-ins. 
 
In other races where write-in campaigns were waged, the person whose name was on the ballot took the win, with Steve Franko 
holding off Randy White in Tunkhannock Twp., 402-313; and Donald Wilson holding off Bruce Steele in Lemon Twp., 248-114. 
 
In the Lackawanna Trail School District where Brian Petula waged a write-in campaign to take one of the two available school board 
seats in Region 1, incumbents David Thorne and Joe Strauch appear to have outpolled the challenge, with Thorne garnering 363, 
Strauch 320 and Petula 273.
